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RSV Vaccines 

RSV vaccine is available for pregnant ladies who are 28-32 weeks pregnant and also those turning 75 years 
with a catch up of 75-79 year olds. RSV causes most cases of bronchiolitis (breathing problems) in infants, 
and in the elderly can be as severe as flu leading to hospital admissions and mortalities every year. This one 
off vaccine offers protection to the new-born via the Mum and to the elderly.

Social Prescribing 

The Social Prescribing Service provides a link/intervention support to help improve the health and well-being 
of patients.  Once the patient is referred, The Link Worker will contact the patient and talk through the refer-
ral to discuss what matters to them and support the patient with the next stages of support.  

The Service provides support in many different areas such as benefits, food bank access, domestic abuse rela-
tionships, social isolation, housing (where we can help), community group access, recently arrived in the UK, 
low reported well-being, poor management of long-term conditions, substance misuse, financial hardship, 
Food/bank assistance.
